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The Holy Spirit mentioned in the Torah and Qur’an
Jews and Christians believe God has a Spirit that is able to move freely where ever God commands His Spirit to move. Jews and Christians believe God has a Spirit because of what it says in the first book of the Torah (Old Testament) which states:
In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. [2] And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters. (The Old Testament (Torah), Genesis 1:1-2) 
God sends forth His Holy Spirit to fulfill His commands upon the earth and upon mankind. The Holy Spirit of God is mentioned numerous times throughout the Old and New Testaments:
And he went thither to Naioth in Ramah: and the Spirit of God was upon him also, and he went on, and prophesied, until he came to Naioth in Ramah. (The Old Testament (Torah), 1 Samuel 19:23)

The Spirit of God hath made me, and the breath of the Almighty hath given me life. (The Old Testament (Torah), Job 33:4)

And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: (The Gospel of Jesus Christ, Matthew 3:16)

Jesus said, “But if I cast out devils by the Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God is come unto you.” (The Gospel of Jesus Christ, Matthew 12:28)

Jesus said, “Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost (Spirit) shall not be forgiven unto men. [32] And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the world to come.”” (The Gospel of Jesus Christ, Matthew 12:31-32)

For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. [15] For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father. [16] The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God: [17] And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together. (The New Testament, Romans 8:14-17)
The Holy Spirit is also mentioned in the Qur’an. However, Muslims believe the Holy Spirit is the same being as the Angel Gabriel. In the Bible, it is very clear that the Holy Spirit of God is not the Angel Gabriel. Making an angel equivalent to God is blasphemy to a Christian: 
And the angel answering said unto him, I am Gabriel, that stand in the presence of God; and am sent to speak unto thee, and to shew thee these glad tidings. (The Gospel of Jesus Christ, Luke 1:19)
And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee, named Nazareth. (The Gospel of Jesus Christ, Luke 1:26)
The “Holy Spirit” is also mentioned in the Qur’an. And despite some Muslims believing the angel Gabriel is the same as the “Holy Spirit” there is no reference in the Qur’an stating this. The angel Gabriel is referred to as the angel Gabriel and the Holy Spirit is referred to as the Holy Spirit:

Say: Whoever is an enemy to Gabriel-for he brings down the (revelation) to thy heart by Allah’s will, a confirmation of what went before, and guidance and glad tidings for those who believe,- 98. Whoever is an enemy to Allah and His angels and apostles, to Gabriel and Michael,- Lo! Allah is an enemy to those who reject Faith. (The Qur’an, Surah 2, 97-98)
If ye two turn in repentance to Him, your hearts are indeed so inclined; But if ye back up each other against him, truly Allah is his Protector, and Gabriel, and (every) righteous one among those who believe,- and furthermore, the angels - will back (him) up. (The Qur’an, Surah 66:4)
In these verses, the Holy Spirit is mentioned:
We gave Moses the Book and followed him up with a succession of apostles; We gave Jesus the son of Mary Clear (Signs) and strengthened him with the holy spirit. Is it that whenever there comes to you an apostle with what ye yourselves desire not, ye are puffed up with pride?- Some ye called impostors, and others ye slay! (The Qur’an, Surah 2:87)
Those apostles We endowed with gifts, some above others: To one of them Allah spoke; others He raised to degrees (of honour); to Jesus the son of Mary We gave clear (Signs), and strengthened him with the holy spirit. If Allah had so willed, succeeding generations would not have fought among each other, after clear (Signs) had come to them, but they (chose) to wrangle, some believing and others rejecting. If Allah had so willed, they would not have fought each other; but Allah Fulfilleth His plan. (The Qur’an, Surah 2:253)
Then will Allah say: "O Jesus the son of Mary! Recount My favour to thee and to thy mother. Behold! I strengthened thee with the holy spirit, so that thou didst speak to the people in childhood and in maturity. Behold! I taught thee the Book and Wisdom, the Law and the Gospel and behold! thou makest out of clay, as it were, the figure of a bird, by My leave, and thou breathest into it and it becometh a bird by My leave, and thou healest those born blind, and the lepers, by My leave. And behold! thou bringest forth the dead by My leave. And behold! I did restrain the Children of Israel from (violence to) thee when thou didst show them the clear Signs, and the unbelievers among them said: 'This is nothing but evident magic. (The Qur’an, Surah 5:110)
Say, the Holy Spirit has brought the revelation from thy Lord in Truth, in order to strengthen those who believe, and as a Guide and Glad Tidings to Muslims. (The Qur’an, Surah 16:102)
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
